FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Attach the mounting plate unto the junction box
using mounting screws (the green screw should
face the floor). Adjust the studs so that they
extend 3/16" beyond the canopy. Attach the toggle
bolts(supplied by others) to keep the fire plate
from bending. (SEE FIGURE-01)

2. Attach the fixture unto the canopy's loops using
supplied chain at desired height. Remove excess
chains and close all links.
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                             WARNING
     The use of chain pliers for opening and closing
chain is required. The use of tools other than the
chain pliers may damage the chain link resulting in a
failure which causes harm to the fixture, property
and/or person!

3. Measure 6'' of lead and ground wire beyond the top of the
chain. Cutt off excess wire. Strip the insulation off the ends of
the leads exposing approx. 1/2'' of wire. Twist the strands of
wire together. Push the leads and ground wire up through the
fabricated loop and into the junction box.

4. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in
the junction box of the green screw of the mounting plate.

     Never fasten the ground wire to the black or hot
wire! Failure to follow instruction could result in
serious injury or death!

5. Fasten the fixture's lead hot wire to hot wire in the junction
box. Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener(wire
nut). Starting about 1'' below the fastener, tightly wrap the
connection with electrical tape so that the connections seals
the end of the fastener. NOTE: SPT Hot Wire is the one with
the writings.

6. Connect the fixture lead's neutral wire to the neutral
wire in the junction box. Fasten the joined wires as in
step 5. NOTE: SPT Cord's Neutral wire does not have
any writings on it.

7. Pull up and attach the canopy unto the mounting plate and
secure it with barrel nuts. (SEE FIGURE-02)

8. Place the lamp into the socket of the fixture. (SEE FIGURE-03)

10. Restore power to the circuit breaker or fuse box.

9. Attach the fabric shade to the fixture by fastening its clips
onto the bulb.
